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Albany Plan of Money (1754, July 10th) The Albany Plan of Union was a plan to place the British North American colonies under a more centralized government. 


Decoloration of Independence (1766, July 4th) severed the political connections between the thirteen original American colonies and Great Britain 


Stamp Act (1765 March 22) was an act of the Parliament of Great Britain that imposed a direct tax on the colonies of British America and required that many printed materials in the colonies be produced on stamped paper produced in London, carrying an embossed revenue stamp.


French and Indian War (1754-1763 May 28th) Also known as the Seven Years’ War, this New World conflict marked another chapter in the long imperial struggle between Britain and France.


Stamp Act Congress (1765 October 26th) with nine colonies, represented by 27 delegates, in attendance; others would likely have participated if earlier notice had been provided. 


Boston Tea Party (1773 December 16th) was a political protest by the Sons of Liberty in Boston, on December 16, 1773.


Intolerable Acts (1774 March 31st)  were the American Patriots' term for a series of punitive laws passed by the British Parliament in 1774 after the Boston Tea party.


First Continental Congress (1774 October 26th) was a meeting of delegates from twelve of the Thirteen Colonies that met on September 5 to October 26, 1774 at Carpenters' Hall in Philadelphia, Pennsylvania, early in the American Revolution.


Second Continental Congress (1774 October 26th) was a convention of delegates from the Thirteen Colonies that started meeting in the summer of 1775, in Philadelphia, Pennsylvania, that, soon after warfare, declared that the American Revolutionary War had begun.


Battles of Lexington and Concord (1775April 19th) Middlesex County, Province of Massachusetts Bay, within the towns of Lexington, Concord, Lincoln, Menotomy (present-day Arlington), and Cambridge, near Boston.)
